	[bookmark: projectAgContent]1.主要培训课程及内容介绍
(1) 中国国情概述：重点介绍我国的自然资源与人文环境、政治制度与执政理念、经济体制与发展阶段，以及社会事业发展与民生幸福保障等情况。分享中国改革开放和经济发展的经验、“一带一路”倡议及其相关举措、中国吸引外商直接投资的经验等内容，并就中国工业园区发展、开发区规划、基础设施建设和运营管理等领域的发展，与学员展开交流研讨。
（2）十五五规划解读：介绍内容聚焦于如何通过科技创新与产业创新的深度融合来培育和发展新质生产力。
(3) 习近平总书记关于浦东开发开放的重要论述：讲授浦东开发开放的背景成就、战略举措与发展经验，深入解读了新时代党中央关于浦东建设改革开放新高地的部署，强调浦东是中国式现代化建设的重要缩影，其发展经验为各国提供了有益借鉴。
(4) 区域经济发展目标及其衡量指标：解读中国区域经济发展的主要目标，介绍区域经济发展评价指标体系的建立原则、框架设计、区域经济发展水平的综合评判方法。
(5) 中国区域经济发展态势与热点问题：介绍新时代下，中国区域发展的态势，并就能源、环境、协同发展等热点问题进行分析讨论。
(6) 长江经济带建设战略：解读长江经济带建设战略的发展背景、国家政策、主要优势、战略定位、发展目标、重大意义、城市分布、取得成果等。
(7) 经济全球化的中国态度；解读在面对不可避免的经济全球化进程中，中国一直以来秉承的态度、做法与措施，梳理全球化时代下的中国之策。
(8) 城市规划与区域经济产业发展:分析城市规划对区域经济产业的影响，解读城市规划与区域经济产业发展中出现的问题、建议与指导。
（9）中国长三角区域一体化高质量发展国家战略观察：围绕长三角一体化国家战略的演进脉络、实践路径、主要成效及制度创新成果展开系统讲解。
(10）专题研讨：以“从全球倡议到区域实践：以行动共创繁荣”为题，学员就习近平主席全球发展倡议暨区域经济合作举办研讨会，探讨如何将倡议理念转化为区域经济一体化、互联互通等具体项目的推动力。
(11)专题研讨：以“区域经济规划、发展和实践”为题，学员根据所学内容，结合本国情况提出本国相应领域的发展建议。

2.参观考察介绍
(1)	拟安排学员赴上海数字治理研究院进行参观考察，就数据要素赋能区域经济发展、数据流通基础设施建设等方面为研修班学员提供关于数据要素如何驱动区域经济高质量发展的专业视角，并与中方专家进行交流座谈。
(2)	拟安排学员参观“虹桥品汇”，了解“中丝路电商的建设与发展”，并就“进博会溢出效应和国际贸易创新示范效应对长三角区域的辐射”进行交流研讨。
(3)	拟安排学员参观“大零号湾”科技创新策源功能区。了解“大学校区—科技园区—产业社区”三区联动的科创生态，考察高校科技成果转化如何驱动区域经济新增长，并与中方专家进行交流座谈。
(4)	拟安排学员参观华大基因，就华大基因的全球化发展历程为载体，向学员展示生命科技如何与区域经济规划相结合，从“技术引进→本地适配→产业落地→区域协同”四个维度，阐释科技创新驱动区域经济发展的实践模式，呼应全球发展倡议关于“以科技创新驱动可持续发展”的核心理念。
(5)	拟安排学员参观锡山经济开发区，以锡山经济技术开发区三十余年的发展历程为载体，向学员系统展示一个国家级经开区如何在传统制造业基础上，通过科技创新驱动、产业集群培育和国际合作拓展，实现从要素驱动向创新驱动的转型升级。通过参访，阐释“产业集群+特色专业园区”发展模式如何赋能区域经济高质量发展的核心理念。

3.文化体验
拟安排学员体验中国传统手工制作、茶文化等传统文化、观赏传统文化表演，领略中国深厚的传统文化。

4.主讲人整体情况介绍
（1）何建华：博士，研究员，博士生导师。曾任上海社会科学院副院长，现任上海联合国研究协会会长、上海文化研究中心首席专家、江苏省决策咨询研究基地首席专家、南通大学长三角现代化研究院院长，并受聘为中国浦东干部学院兼职教授。
(2) 詹宇波：上海社会科学院经济研究所西方经济学研究室，主任，研究员，博士生导师。长期从事宏观经济学、制度经济学等领域的研究，方向涵盖经济增长理论、转型经济、中国宏观经济运行与政策、制度变迁与区域发展等。在宏观经济分析与政策研究、制度比较与实证研究等方面具有丰富经验。
(3) 周章贵：浙江大学非传统安全与和平发展研究中心，高级研究员。长期从事非传统安全治理、能源安全与水资源安全、海外安保与国际安保规制等领域的研究，方向涵盖国际水资源安全与跨界水域合作、能源政策与法律规制、海外利益维护与境外安全管理、私营安保服务国际规制与数字化安防、全球治理与地缘政治风险应对等。在非传统安全风险评估、跨境资源合作机制设计、海外安保体系建设等方面具有丰富实践经验。
(4) 彭羽：上海社会科学院世界经济研究所，上海自由贸易区研究会，副会长，研究员。长期从事国际贸易理论与政策、自贸区制度创新等领域的研究，方向涵盖国际贸易规则、自贸区（港）政策、跨境数据流动、国际投资规则等。在国际贸易规则研究、自贸区制度创新与政策设计、跨境数据流动治理等方面具有丰富实践经验。
(5) 郝宪玮：华东理工大学商学院，教授。长期从事企业数字化、电子商务系统架构与规划等领域的研究，方向涵盖私域流量运营、大数据赋能企业升级、大型软件系统架构设计、互联网电商平台规划等。在电子商务系统架构、企业数字化转型实践等方面具有丰富经验。

We also offer in-depth insights into cutting-edge fields, including artificial intelligence, big data and cloud computing, cybersecurity technology, information security management, virtual reality and the metaverse, digital economy, digital transformation, smart cities, and e-government. Working closely with domestic and foreign government agencies, research institutes, renowned universities, and professional enterprises, we provide our partners with services and decision-making support on informatization projects. Meanwhile, CIFAL Shanghai is carrying out extensive cooperation with relevant United Nations agencies, and related other international organizations in the areas of project implementation, technical exchanges, and personnel training.

	[bookmark: projectAgContentEn]Main Training Courses and Contents
(1) Overview of China: Primarily introducing China's natural resources and cultural environment, political system and governance philosophy, economic system and development stages, as well as social development and the protection of people's livelihood. It shares China's experiences in reform, opening up, and economic development, the Belt and Road Initiative and related measures, and China's experience in attracting foreign direct investment. This lecture also engages participants in discussions on China's industrial park development, development zone planning, infrastructure construction, and operational management practices.
(2) Interpretation of the Fifteenth Five-Year Plan: This lecture will focus on the key contents of the 15th Five-Year Plan for Economic and Social Development and the Long-range Objectives Through the Year 2030 of the People's Republic of China, with an emphasis on fostering and developing new quality productive forces through the in-depth integration of technological and industrial innovation. 
(3) General Secretary Xi Jinping’s Important Expositions on the Opening-up and Development of Pudong: This lecture will cover the background, achievements, strategic initiatives, and development experiences of Pudong’s opening-up and development. It will provide an in-depth analysis of the deployment in the new era by the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China (CPC) regarding the construction of Pudong as a new highland for reform and opening-up. The lecture will emphasize that Pudong is an important embodiment of China’s modernization, and the experiences gained from its development offer valuable lessons for other countries. 
(4) Goals and Indicators for Measuring Regional Economic Development: This lecture will interpret the major goals of China's regional economic development, introduce the principles for establishing an evaluation indicator system and its framework design, and discuss comprehensive assessment of regional economic development levels.
(5) Trends in China’s Regional Economic Development and Hot-Button Issues: This lecture examines the evolving trends of regional development in China in the new era, and discusses hot-button issues: including energy, environmental protection, and coordinated regional development.
(6) Development Strategies of the Yangtze River Economic Belt: This lecture will interpret the construction strategy of the Yangtze River Economic Belt including the background of its development, supporting national policies, major advantages, strategic positioning, and development goals. The lecture will also introduce significance, the distribution of cities, and key achievements made in the Yangtze River Economic Belt development.
(7) China’s Approach to Economic Globalization: This lecture examines the principles, policies, and measures that China has consistently adopted in response to the inevitable process of economic globalization. It also discusses China’s strategies in the context of globalization.
(8) Urban Planning and Regional Economic & Industrial Development: This lecture will analyze the impacts of urban planning on the regional economy and industry. It will also examine the problems that arise in urban planning and the development of regional economy and industry, along with relevant suggestions and guidance.
(9) Overview of the National Strategy for Integrated and High-Quality Development of the Yangtze River Delta: This lecture provides a systematic overview of the evolution, implementation pathways, major achievements, and institutional innovations of the national strategy for integrated and high-quality development of the Yangtze River Delta.
(10) Workshop: From a Global Initiative to Regional Practices — Creating Shared Prosperity through Action: Participants will engage in a workshop on the Global Development Initiative proposed by President Xi Jinping and regional development cooperation, focusing on how to translate the initiative into sustained momentum for regional economic integration, connectivity, and other relevant projects.
(11) Communication: With “Regional Economic Planning, Development, and Practice” as the main themes, participants will propose strategies and recommendations for regional development in relevant areas in their own countries, based on the prominent security threats faced during their countries' digitalization processes and the knowledge gained from the seminar.

2. Visit and Investigation
(1) It is proposed to arrange for the participants to visit the Shanghai Institute of Digital Governance to learn about a professional insight into the role of data elements in driving high-quality regional economic development, including the empowerment of regional economic development by data elements and the construction of data circulation infrastructure. Participants will also engage in discussions with Chinese experts.
(2) It is proposed to arrange for the participants to visit the Shanghai Hongqiao Import Commodity Exhibition and Trade Center to learn about the construction and development of the Silk Road E-Commerce, and to engage in discussions on the spillover effect of the China International Import Expo (CIIE) and the demonstration effect of innovation in international trade, and how these effects radiate to the Yangtze River Delta region.
(3) It is proposed to arrange for the participants to visit the Grand Neo Bay Scientific and Technological Innovation Empowerment Functional Zone to learn about the innovation ecosystem characterized by the integration of university campuses, science and technology parks, and industrial communities, and to examine how the commercialization of scientific and technological achievements from universities contributes to new drivers of regional economic growth. Participants will also engage in discussions with Chinese experts.
(4) It is proposed to arrange for the participants to visit BGI to learn about the integration of life sciences and technology with regional economic planning through the global evolution of this company. Participants will also learn about the practical model of innovation-driven regional economic development across four dimensions—technology introduction, local adaptation, industrial application, and regional collaboration—aligning with the Global Development Initiative’s emphasis on innovation-driven development. 
(5) It is proposed to arrange for the participants to visit the National Xishan Economic and Technological Development Zone. Drawing on its development over the past three decades, the visit will provide systematic insights into how a national economic and technological development zone, built on a foundation of traditional manufacturing, has transitioned from factor-driven to innovation-driven growth through scientific and technological innovation, industrial cluster cultivation, and the expansion of international cooperation. The visit will also illustrate how the “industrial clusters + specialized industrial parks” development model empowers high-quality regional economic development. 

3. Cultural Experience
It is proposed to arrange for fellow participants to experience representative traditional Chinese culture (including traditional handcrafting and tea culture), watch traditional performances, and appreciate the profound traditional culture of China.

4. Introduction of Main Lecturers
(1) HE Jianhua: Dr. HE Jianhua was the Research fellow, PhD supervisor, and former deputy director of Shanghai Academy of Social Sciences. Currently, Dr. HE is the President of the Shanghai UN Research Association, Chief Expert at the Shanghai Culture Research Center, Chief Expert at the Jiangsu Decision-Making Advisory Research Base, and Director of the Yangtze River Delta Modernization Research Institute at Nantong University. He has also been appointed as an adjunct professor at the China Executive Leadership Academy Pudong (CELAP).
(2) ZHAN Yubo: Director, Research Fellow and Doctoral Supervisor of the Western Economics Research Office, Institute of Economics, Shanghai Academy of Social Sciences. Mr. Zhan has long been engaged in the research of macroeconomics and institutional economics, covering the theory of economic growth, transition economy, China's macroeconomic operation and policy, institutional change and regional development, etc. He has rich experience in macroeconomic analysis and policy research, institutional comparison and empirical research. 
(3) ZHOU Zhanggui: Senior Research Fellow at the Center for Non-Traditional Security & Peaceful Development Studies (NTS-PD). Mr. Zhou has long been engaged in the research of non-traditional security governance, energy and water resource security, and international security regulation, covering international water resources security and trans-boundary water cooperation, energy policy and legal regulation, overseas interest maintenance and overseas security management, international regulation of private security services and digital security, global governance and geopolitical risk response, etc. He has rich practical experience in non-traditional security risk assessment, cross-border resource cooperation mechanism design, and overseas security system construction.
(4) PENG Yu: Research Fellow at the Institute of Economics, Shanghai Academy of Social Sciences; Deputy Director and Research Fellow of the Research Association of Shanghai Free Trade Zone. Mr. Peng has long been engaged in the research of international trade theory and policy, free trade zone system innovation, covering international trade rules, free trade zone (port) policy, cross-border data flow, international investment rules, etc. He has rich practical experience in international trade rules research, free trade zone institutional innovation and policy design, and cross-border data flow governance. 
(5) HAO Xianwei: Professor at the School of Business, East China University of Science and Technology.
